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General Information
The ADnota Personal Memo Assistant (PMA) is a novel Personal Productivity
Tool. It was developed to increase your productivity by helping you cope with the
daily information flood. With ADnota you can make notes and retrieve them in an
efficient and intuitive way. In short: ADnota is a voice based search engine for
your multimedia memos.

Features
The ADnota Personal Memo Assistant lets you

� record voice memos and retrieve them by voice.

� enrich voice memos with multimedia content.

� store multimedia content with voice tags for easy voice retrieval (e.g. photo
album with voice retrieval).

� send memos as MMS or e-mail.

� transmit memos to other devices via Bluetooth and infrared.

ADnota features multimedia memos. Whatever you like to remember, record it as
a voice memo. If you prefer written form, use the editor. If a picture is worth a
thousand words, add a picture – or several.

ADnota employs multimodal operation. Different operating methods are used
according to their strengths and weaknesses. Where key operation is the easiest
control method, voice control is not employed. 

Example
The following brief example shows you how to use the ADnota PMA:

You are viewing an apartment. To keep an impression of it, you create a memo.

� You start Menu� ADnota and

� open the category All by pressing the scroll key.

� With Options� New memo you start editing a new memo.

You devise a few headwords (so called voice tags) for voice search.

� You press the scroll key on the right as indicated by the record icon , keep it
pressed while saying the voice tag “apartment hunting”  and release. A red

voice tag icon  appears on the left.

In the same manner you record further voice tags e.g. “Moore Street” , “city
centre”  and “patio”  . These are the voice tags you can later search for and thereby
retrieve the memo.

� You press the scroll key on the left as indicated by the photo icon , to start
the camera and

� take a photo of the house by double-clicking the scroll key. A photo icon 

appears on the left.

As a voice memo you now record a description of the interior, the terms of the
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contract and the address of the agent. You proceed in like manner to recording the

voice tags. For each voice memo a green voice memo icon  appears on the

left. Both voice tags and voice memos are voice recordings, yet a voice tag has to
meet certain duration and intelligibility requirements.

You may add further photos, voice memos and voice tags in any order you want.

� You may delete elements by pressing the clear key.

� With Options� Save you save your memo.

You want to convey your impression to your partner living in a different city and
send a multimedia message containing the images and recordings of your memo.

� You open the category All, again.

� You press the scroll key, keep it pressed while saying “Moore Street”  and
release it.

ADnota searches for the corresponding memo and presents it as the first entry in
the appearing list.

� You select Options� Send� Via multimedia,

� enter the phone number and

� send the message via Options� Send.

Weeks later, when you meet a friend, who is now looking for an apartment
himself, you have forgotten the details. However, by searching for “apartment
hunting”  and “city centre”  you are able to find the memo and help your friend
with the address of the agent, immediately.

This is only one of many imaginable uses. Creativity knows no limit when it
comes to uses for ADnota.

ADnota lends itself to all business activities that require records for later
processing or documentation by image, speech and text.

Yet, you may also have private uses for ADnota:

� You hear a song on the radio and make a memo containing title and artist.
Without having to know the spelling of the name you can acquire the record at
the store.

� You read a literary review and file a memo under the category Shopping.

� You store recipes, restaurant tips and directions.

� You can remember so many jokes, you might even want to create a category
for them.
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Operating Controls
In general the operating controls used are the left and right selection key, the
scroll key and the clear key. To input numbers and text, the numeric keypad may
be used. The exit key allows you to return to the telephone application at any time
without closing the application.

The application controls contain menu- and graphic-driven elements. In menu-
driven operation the current assignment of the left and right selection key is
displayed in the bottom line of the display. In graphics-driven operation the
current assignment of the scroll key is represented in a diagram using different
icons for the different moving senses.

In addition to menu- and graphics-driven operation several functions may also be
accessed via shortcut keys.

For further information regarding display, scroll key, clear key, exit key and
selection keys and their names please refer to the operating instructions of your
device.

The application has several views, the most important of which are:

� The category overview. It is a list of available categories. This view is
displayed after the start of the program.

� The memo overview. It is a list of memos and displays the contents of an
opened category. 

� The result overview. It is a list of memos and displays the results of a search.

� The memo view. It is a graphical display of the contents of a memo.

Note: List views are limited to 100 entries. Of any categories or search
results larger than this only the most relevant entries will visible.
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Installing and uninstalling ADnota
After the first installation the software provides full functionality of creating,
managing and sending multimedia memos for 14 days. If you wish to keep using
ADnota after that period, you must register ADnota. You will receive the
necessary registration key after purchasing a license.

Installing ADnota
ADnota comes in different device software installation files depending on the
version of Symbian OS:

� for Nokia 3650 and Nokia 7650  the file is named

ADnota_PMA_3650_7650_V1_0.sis  

� for Nokia 6600 the file is named

ADnota_PMA_6600_V1_0.sis 

To install:

1. Establish a connection between your mobile phone and your PC via infrared or
Bluetooth.

If you have installed the PC Suite for your Nokia phone on your PC:

2. Search for the file in the view PC and start the installation by double clicking
the file. Now, follow the installation prompts.

Otherwise:

2. Manually transfer the file to your phone via Bluetooth or infrared connection.

3. When file transfer has completed, you will find a new message in
Menu� Messaging� Inbox. Open the message to start installing and follow
the installation prompts.

After a successful installation you should find an icon named ADnota in the main
Menu.

For further information on installing software, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

Note: During installation one of the prompts may warn that the identity of
the supplier cannot be verified. If you have an original installation file, it is
safe to proceed. However, you should make sure you download original
installation files from a trustable distributor, only.

Registering ADnota
To register ADnota you need an unlock key. You will receive the key after
purchasing a license.

1. To start ADnota, go to Menu� ADnota. After the start the category overview
will appear.

2. Select Options� Register.

3. Enter the key in the corresponding field and

4. confirm by pressing OK.
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For further information on purchasing licenses and acquiring keys, please contact
your ADnota dealer.

Uninstalling ADnota
Uninstalling ADnota will remove all files created during installation. This
includes the settings file, in which your personal settings are stored.

1. Go to Menu� Tools� Manager  (on Nokia 6600: Menu� Manager ).

2. Scroll to the entry named ADnota.

3. Select Options� Remove and 

4. confirm removal by pressing Yes.

For further information on removing software, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

Note: All memos and their contents will persist. If you wish to remove all
user data, delete the directory “E:\MERK\“  (on Nokia 7650: “C:\MERK”).
This can be done using the application File transfer of the Nokia PC Suite,
e.g.
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Creating and managing data
To start the program open Menu� ADnota.

Note: If your device is capable of reading memory cards, a memory card
must be present in the device when starting ADnota.

Categories
After starting ADnota the category overview is displayed.

Categorization allows you to organize memos by topic. For occasional use the
category All may be the only one needed.

To file a memo under a special category, just create a new memo in it.

Categorization may be particularly helpful, if you create memos of a certain kind
frequently or wish to keep them for a short period, only, e.g. shopping lists. For
your convenience the categories Shopping, Ideas and To-do are predefined. Do
not hesitate to create categories of your own .

The category All is a special category: It contains the memos of the other
categories, as well. If you don't want to file a memo under a special category or
aren't sure what the right place for it is, it is best put here.

Through the voice and text search functions you can use your memos without the
need for special categorization. However, categorization can be advantageous for
search, too, when only the contents of a certain category have to be searched
instead of all.

Opening categories
You may open a category by

1. scrolling to the category and

2. doing one of the following:

� Selecting Options� Open

� Pressing scroll key in the middle.

� Pressing the scroll key on the right.

Creating categories
1. Select Options� New category.

2. Enter the name of the new category.

3. Press the scroll key or OK to confirm.

For further information on using the editor, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

Deleting categories
1. Scroll to the category you wish to delete.

2. Press the clear key or select Options� Delete.
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3. A dialogue will ask you to confirm the deletion. Press Yes to confirm or to No
cancel.

Note: The category All cannot be deleted.

Note: Deleting a category will not delete its memos. The memos will still be
accessible through the category All. If you wish to delete the memos of a category,
you must delete them, separately.

Renaming categories
1. Scroll to the category you wish to rename.

2. Select Options� Rename.

3. Enter the new name of the category.

4. Press the scroll key or OK to confirm.

For further information on using the editor, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.
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Memos
After opening a category the memo overview is displayed.

A memo may consist of several elements such as voice memos, images, video and
texts.

If you want a memo to be accessible to voice search, it must be tagged with at
least one voice tag (see also “Recording voice tags ”  p. 16). A voice tag is a
special kind of voice recording.

When a memo is opened its elements will be displayed in an icon bar at the left of
the display. If there is not enough space in the icon bar to display all elements,
small scrolling arrows will indicate whether you can scroll up or down to more
elements. Elements are selected by scrolling up or down as indicated by the scroll
icons and . The selected element is surrounded by a black frame. During
creation of a new memo a cursor in the form of a red bar, indicates where a new
element will be inserted.

If the memo bears a name, its first letters are displayed in the navigation bar,
otherwise the creation date is shown.

Opening memos
You may open a memo by

1. scrolling to the memo and

2. doing one of the following:

� Selecting Options� Open.

� Pressing scroll key in the middle.

� Pressing the scroll key on the right.

Creating memos
1. Open the category in which you wish to create the new memo (see also

“Opening categories” , p. 10).

2. Select Options� New memo.

3. You can add different elements to the memo in any order you want.

� To add a new image select Options� New� Image or press the scroll key
on the left as indicated by the photo icon .

� To add a new voice memo or voice tag press the scroll key on the right as
indicated by the record icon .

� To write a text, select Options� New� Note.

� To add an existing video clip, sound clip or image select
Options� Insert� Video clip, Sound clip, Image.

� If you select Options� Insert� Image, Sound clip or Video clip, a list of
items opens. Scroll to the item you wish to add and press Select or the scroll
key.

� If you select Options� New� Picture, the camera application opens and
you may take a picture. Select Options� Capture to capture the view and
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just added, simply
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select Options� OK to select the image or Options� New picture to reject
the image and return to the view finder.

� If you select Options� New� Sound clip, the recorder is activated and you
can record a new sound clip. When you stop recording, the sound clip is
added to the memo.

� If you select Options� New� Note, the editor opens. Enter the text and
accept it by pressing OK.

4. You can name the memo by 

1. selecting Options� Name memo.

2. An editor opens. You may now enter the name.

3. Confirm by pressing the scroll key or OK.

For further information on creating the different kinds of elements see also
“Creating text ” , p. 15, “Taking pictures ” , p. 16, “Recording voice memos ” , p.
16 and “Recording voice tags ” , p. 16 or rather “ Inserting existing media“ , p. 16.

Note: The new element is added at the current position of the cursor (red
bar). To add an element in first position move the cursor upwards until it is
atop of the top element.

Note: The number of elements per memo is limited to 32.

Deleting memos
1. Scroll to the memo you wish to delete.

2. Delete the memo by pressing the clear button or selecting Options� Delete.

3. Confirm the deletion by pressing the scroll key or Yes in the confirmation
dialogue to appear.

Naming/Renaming memos
If a memo is stored without a name you may name it, later on. Likewise you may
rename an already named memo.

1. Scroll to the memo you wish to (re)name.

2. Select Options� Rename.

3. Enter the new name using the numeric keypad and

4. accept the name by pressing the scroll key or OK.

Sending memos
The messaging and transfer features allow to send memos' contents. Thus you can
share your data with others or transfer it to other devices. As for communications
you can choose among multimedia messaging, e-mail with attachments, Bluetooth
and infrared.

1. Scroll to the memo you wish to send.

2. Select Options� Send� Via multimedia, e-mail, Bluetooth, infrared.

� If you select Options� Send� Via multimedia the first image or video clip
and the first text of the memo will be inserted into a new message. All voice

recordings of the memo will be merged into one sound clip, that will also be
inserted. Where applicable further objects may be added to the message.

� If you select Options� Send� Via e-mail all voice recordings of the memo
will be merged into one sound clip, that will be attached to the new e-mail.
All other elements of the memo will also be attached to this e-mail. You
may add further files to the e-mail and enter a text.

� If you select Options� Send� Via Bluetooth the elements of the memo will
be transferred via Bluetooth to the devices you choose.

� If you select Options� Send� Via infrared the elements of the memo will be
transferred via infrared to the other device.

For further Information on creating multimedia messages and e-mails and on data
transfer via Bluetooth and infrared, please refer to the operating instructions of
your device.

Note: Sending a memo does not transfer its complete structure but only the
collection of its contents or parts thereof. The receiver cannot directly inlude
the message in his/her ADnota PMA as a complete memo.

Note: The availability of certain messaging services and communications
may be subject to provision by your network operator or service provider
and/or presence of necessary settings. For further information, please refer
to the operating instructions of your device and contact your network
operator or service provider.

Note: The size of a memo containing many elements may be substantial. In
most messaging contexts the navigation bar shows the size of the created
message.

Note: To replay the audio contents of memos sent via e-mail on a PC you
need a player capable of decoding Adaptive Multi-Rate (AMR) files.
Compatible players are e.g. the Nokia Multimedia Player available from
Nokia, the SPOTxdeTM AMR Decoder plug-in compatible with Windows
Media Player available from VoiceAge and the Apple QuickTime 6.4 player
available from Apple Computer.
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Memo elements
After opening a memo the memo view is displayed.

Note: Functions that change the contents of a memo are available while
creating a memo, only.

Note: The number of elements per memo is limited to 32.

Viewing memo elements
When you scroll to an element of the types image or text a preview will be
displayed.

1. Scroll up or down to the element you wish to view.

2. Press the navigation key as indicated by the play-back icon  in the
navigation diagram or select Options� Open.

3. You may stop play-back by pressing Cancel. Play-back of sound clips may
also be ended by pressing the scroll key as indicated by the stop icon  in the
navigation diagram.

Note: When play-back of a sound clip is finished, play-back will proceed
automatically with the immediately following sound clip.

Note: You may stop the play-back of the current sound clip by scrolling up
or down. The Play-back will then proceed with the preceding or following
medium.

Creating text 

1. Select Options� New� Note.

2. Enter the text.

3. Press OK, to accept the input, or Cancel, to abort inputting.

For further Information on using the editor, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

Taking pictures 

1. Press the scroll key on the left as indicated by the photo icon  in the
navigation diagram or select Options� New� Image. The view finder now
displays the view to be captured.

2. To take a picture, press the scroll key or select Options� Capture.

3. After capturing the image:

� Select the image, by pressing the scroll key or selecting Options� OK.

Or

� Take a new picture by pressing the scroll key on any side or selecting
Options� New image.

Note: While using the camera you may adjust resolution and exposure time.
Select the resolution under Options� High/Low, select the exposure time
under Options� Night/Normal. Only the currently available option will be
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shown.

Recording voice tags 

Voice tags are short speech recordings, by means of which memos can be found
in voice retrieval. They may be placed anywhere in the memo.

1. Press the scroll key on the right as indicated by the record icon  in the
navigation diagram or select Options� New� Record, to start recording.

2. Speak the voice tag.

3. Press the scroll key as indicated by the stop icon  in the navigation diagram
or press OK, to stop recording.

Note: The length of a voice tag recording is limited. A progress bar
indicates how far recording has proceeded. If recording is not stopped
before the maximum length of a voice tag (blue background) has been
reached, recording will continue and the recording turns into a voice memo.
This change will be indicated by a change of colour of the progress bar.

Note: As soon as a signal that seems to be fit for use as a voice tag is
detected, this will be indicated by a grey bar within the progress bar.

Note: If during recording no signal can be detected that is usable as a voice
tag, the recording will be classified as a voice memo. The voice memo is
not used in voice retrieval.

Note: When recording two voice tags in a row, a coloured bar indicates the
degree of their similarity. Green colour indicates high similarity, red
indicates low similarity. This is to inform you about the variability
encountered in re-recording the same voice tag.

Recording voice memos 

1. Press the scroll key on the right as indicated by the record icon  in the
navigation diagram or select Options� New� Record, to start recording.

2. Speak the message.

3. Press the scroll key as indicated by the stop icon  in the navigation diagram
or press OK, to stop recording.

Note: A voice memo has a minimum length. If this length is not reached but
the recorded signal seems fit for use as a voice tag, the recoding will be
classified as a voice tag. The progress bar indicates how far recording has
progressed. The minimum length has been reached when the progress bar
has reached the length limit of a voice tag and changes its colour.

Note: The length of a voice memo is limited. When this limit is reached,
recording will stop, automatically. The progress of the recording is
indicated by the progress bar.

Inserting existing media
If there are existing media files like images sound or video clips on your device,
you can insert these into new memos.

Tip: If you keep the
scroll key pressed on
the right (as indicated
by the record icon )
for at least 500ms,
recording stops when
releasing the  key,
automatically.

Tip: If you keep the
scroll key pressed on
the right (as indicated
by the record icon )
for at least 500ms,
recording stops when
releasing the  key,
automatically.

1. Select Options� Insert file� Video clip, Sound clip, Image. A list of items
opens.

2. Scroll to the item you wish to insert and insert it by pressing the scroll key or
Select.

Note: To save storage space, not the actual media files but links to them are
stored. Thus changing or deleting the original files outside of this
application may lead to changes in the contents of your memos.

Deleting memo elements
1. Scroll to the memo element you wish to delete.

2. Press the clear key or select Options� Delete.

3. Confirm the deletion by pressing the scroll key or Yes.

Sending memo elements
Aside from whole memos their contents may be sent individually (see also
“Sending memos“, p. 13). You may send elements of existing memos as well as
memos being created.

1. Scroll to the element you wish to send.

2. Select Options� Send� Via multimedia, e-mail, Bluetooth, infrared.

� If you select Options� Send� Via multimedia, the selected element is
inserted into a new multimedia message. You may add other objects to the
message and enter a text.

� If you select Options� Send� Via e-mail, the selected element will be
attached to a new e-mail. You may add other objects to the e-mail and enter
a text.

� If you select Options� Send� Via Bluetooth, the file will be transferred via
Bluetooth to devices you choose.

� If you select Options� Send� Via infrared, the file will be transferred via
infrared to the other device.

For further information on creating a multimedia message or an e-mail and on
data transfer via Bluetooth and infrared, please refer to the operating instructions
of your device.

Note: The availability of certain messaging services and communications
may be subject to provision by your network operator or service provider
and/or presence of necessary settings. For further information, please refer
to the operating instructions of your device and contact your network
operator or service provider.

Note: ADnota PMA's multimedia editor on Nokia 7650 phones cannot
access arbitrary locations in the memory. Thus it might not be possible to
insert media files like images or sound clips that are stored in locations other
than 'Images' or 'Recorder'.

Note: To replay the audio contents of memos sent via e-mail on a PC you
need a player capable of decoding Adaptive Multi-Rate (AMR) files.
Compatible players are e.g. the Nokia Multimedia Player available from
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Nokia, the SPOTxdeTM AMR Decoder plug-in compatible with Windows
Media Player available from VoiceAge and the Apple QuickTime 6.4 player
available from Apple Computer.
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Backing up and restoring data 

Backing up data
It is recommended you back up your data regularly.

If you have installed the PC Suite for your Nokia mobile phone:

1. Establish a connection to your PC via Bluetooth or infrared.

2. Start the PC Suite.

If you wish to back up all data on the device:

3. Select the application Backup/Restore in the PC Suite by clicking
Backup/Restore in the application bar or selecting
File� Applications� Backup/Restore.

4. Now, click Backup. The backup process begins. You can see the status of
the backup process on the status bar.

If you wish to back up data created with ADnota, only:

3. Select the application File Transfer in the PC Suite by clicking File
Transfer  in the application bar or selecting File� Applications� File
Transfer.

If you have a Nokia 3650 or 6600:

4. Open the directory Device� Memory card in the left hand tree view of the
view 3650 or rather 6600 and then copy the the directory "MERK" listed
in the right view to your PC.

If you have a Nokia 7650:

4. Open the directory Device� Phone memory in the left hand tree view of
the view 7650 and then copy the the directory "MERK" listed in the right
view to your PC.

For further information on backing up and restoring data with the Nokia PC Suite,
please refer to the on-line help of the Nokia PC Suite.

If you have a memory card reader:

1. Remove the memory card from your device.

2. Insert the memory card into the card reader. The card can now be read on your
PC as a removable disk.

3. Copy the files you wish to backup as usually. The files saved by ADnota reside
in the directory “drive name”:\MERK. It is recommended you backup this
directory as a whole.

For further information on exchanging memory cards, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

For further information on reading memory cards with a card reader, please refer
to the operating instructions of the card reader.

Restoring data
If you have installed the PC Suite for your Nokia mobile phone on your PC:
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1. Establish a connection to your PC via Bluetooth or infrared.

2. Start the PC Suite.

If you made the backup with the Backup/Restore application:

3. Select the application Backup/Restore in the PC Suite by clicking on
Backup/Restore in the application bar or selecting
File� Applications� Backup/Restore.

4. Select the option All data including settings or select the option Selected
data with target Memory card only or Phone and Memory card (on Nokia
7650: Phone Memory) and also documents and images.

5. Now, click Restore. The restoration process begins. You can see the status
of the restoration process on the status bar.

Note: Proceeding in this manner may cause other data to be restored, as
well.

If you made the backup with the application File transfer:

3. Select the application File Transfer in the PC Suite by clicking File
Transfer  in the application bar or selecting File� Applications� File
Transfer.

If you have a Nokia 3650 or 6600:

4. Copy the directory MERK back to Device� Memory card.

If you have a Nokia 7650:

4. Copy the directory MERK back to Device� Phone memory.

If you have a card reader:

1. Remove the memory card from your device.

2. Insert the memory card into your card reader. The card can now be read on the
PC as a removable disk.

3. Copy the backed up directory to its original place.

Note: Restoration puts the data into the state it had at the time of backup.
Any changes or additions made afterwards may be lost.
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Search
Various search functions allow for fast and easy retrieval of memos.

If you want to search the entries of all categories, open the category All. This
special category contains the entries of all categories. If you want to search the
contents of a certain category, open that category.

You may refine your searches. While viewing a search result just start  a new
search. The results matching both search criteria best will rank higher. Searches
may be refined as often as you want.

The results of a search will be displayed in a view with a coloured background
entitled Results. This result list contains the best matches first. Should two memos
match the query equally well, the more recent one will come first. The length of
the list is limited to the 100 best matching memos. For easy browsing of different
entries of the result list, you may scroll to the previous or next memo, directly (see
also “Opening memos”, p.12).

Beginning with version 1.01 ADnota PMA displays up to five stars in the first line
of each memo in the result list. These stars represent the similarity of the match.
Good matches show up to five stars.

Voice search
Using voice search you can search for memos containing voice tags by voice
input.

1. Select Options� Search� Voice.

2. Speak the word you wish to find, search will start, automatically.

3. You may stop the search any time by pressing Cancel.

Note: Search progresses from the most recent entries to the oldest ones. If
you abort the search, older entries might not be included.

Note: If you're not satisfied with the result of a voice search, it may help to
repeat the search.

Note: The accuracy of voice search may be influenced by adverse
conditions such as ambient noise. For maximum accuracy, please provide
favourable conditions (see also “Notes on using voice search” , p. 24).

Note: Constraints applying to the recording of voice tags, also apply here
(see also “Recording voice tags “ , p. 16). If the signal does not seem suitable
for voice search, a warning is issued and no search is conducted.

Text search
Text search scans the names of memos for character strings. The leading entries of
the result list match the searched string exactly. These are followed by names
containing the string at the beginning, followed by names containing the string in
any other place.

1. Select Options� Search� Text.

2. Enter the search string and

3. confirm your input by pressing the scroll key or OK.
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also be started by
pressing the scroll key
for more than 500ms
and then saying the
search term.



For further information on using the editor, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

Note: Search progresses from the most recent entries to the oldest ones. If
you stop the search early, older entries might not be included.

Date search
Date search allows to search for memos that are older than the specified date.

1. Select Options� Search� Date.

2. A date editor will appear containing the current date with the day digits
highlighted in blue. Change the date by navigating up or down to a later or
earlier date, respectively. Alternatively, you may enter the number of the day
using the key pad. Navigating right or left moves the cursor between the day,
month and year fields.

3. Press the scroll key or OK, to confirm the input and start the search.

Note: Date search cannot be accessed from a search result.

Refining searches
You may search the results of a previous search, in order to refine it. This allows
for conducting a search with more than one criterion. For example, if you have
searched your house hunting memos for the voice tag “balcony” , you can refine
your search with “garage” to promote memos containing both tags.

If you have already conducted a search:

1. Select Options� Refine Search� Voice, Text.

2. Enter the term and

3. confirm your input by pressing the scroll key or OK.

For further information on voice and text search see also ”Voice search“ , p. 21, or

Note: Date search cannot be used for search refinement.
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date search first.



Settings
1. Select Options� Settings.

2. Scroll to the settings item you wish to change and press the scroll key to

� toggle between options if there are only two (e.g. high/low).

� open a slider view. Push the scroll key on the right or left to increase or
decrease the value, respectively. 

� Volume

This slider changes the default volume when playing audio like voice
recordings or voice tags.

� Image quality

This switch toggles the default image quality between high and low.

� Exposure time

This switch toggles the default exposure time between normal and night.
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Notes on using voice search
Search by voice is influenced by external conditions. Just like humans have
difficulties understanding speech in adverse conditions, the accuracy of machines
is decreased by unfavourable circumstances. The tips given here may help you
improve the results of your searches. It is recommended that you follow these tips
when recording voice tags, also.

� Speak normally. Overly articulated or slow pronunciation may hinder
recognition if not applied when recording the voice tags, as well.

� Speak calmly. Hurried or slurred speech may be harder to recognize.

� Speak at a normal volume. High volume speech may lead to overdrive and
distortion. Too low a volume affects machines in the same ways as humans.

� Mind ambient noise. If it is too loud in your environment your input may be
drowned out. The most interfering background noise is caused by other voices.
If necessary move to a better suited location.

� Don't hold the device too far away. Using the hands-free mode at too great a
distance increases susceptibility to noise.

� Don't cover the microphone. Holding the device in an unfavourable manner
may affect the functioning of the microphone.

� If in doubt, review voice tags. If you are unsure about the usability of a voice
tag, check it by listening. Thus you will get a feeling of how to operate the
program, optimally: If you don't understand a voice tag, neither will the
machine.

� Always speak memos yourself. Voice search is speaker dependent, therefore
memos spoken by other persons may lead to unpredictable results.

� Don't spell out. Contrary to humans this software cannot recognize a word by a
sequence of characters.

� Mind your voice. Conditions that influence how you sound e.g. a sore throat or
a congested nose may affect search.
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Troubleshooting

Saving data on the memory card requires more and more time.

After long use of a memory card writing access may slow down. When data are
written and erased frequently, previously used memory blocks have to be freed
before writing. This may take some time with current memory cards and is due to
the design of the memory chips.

It may help to reformat the memory card. Remember that all data are lost during
reformatting. Thus, you must make a backup of all data created during use. When
the data have been restored on the newly formatted memory card, they are fully
usable, again.

For further information on formatting memory cards, please refer to the operating
instructions of your device.

ADnota is terminated upon invocation of other programs.

This behaviour is normal. As memory is limited on mobile devices, only few
applications can be kept in memory at a time. Therefore, it is common to
terminate older applications to release memory for a new one.

Please keep in mind, that memos you have not saved may be lost when ADnota is
terminated automatically.

ADnota cannot be star ted.

ADnota terminates immediately after invocation issuing the message “No
memory card” . This happens on devices capable of reading memory cards, only.

Make sure there is a memory card in the device. Otherwise ADnota cannot be
used.

After  speaking a voice search query the message “ No voice tag
detected !”  appears.

This means that no signal usable for voice search was detected in the query
utterance. Probably the environment noise level was too high. As no search is
conducted when this message appears, voice search has to be reinitiated.
